2. Physical examination skills:  Complete a pertinent 
physical examination for the evaluation of common 
medical problems encountered by family physicians in 
the outpatient and inpatient settings on at least 20 
patients. The student should demonstrate the ability to 
perform this pertinent physical examination while being 
observed by at least one attending or resident. 

a. The student will differentiate normal from 
abnormal findings for the key components of 
the comprehensive adult and pediatric physical 
examination.  

b. The student will explain each part of the 
problem-focused adult and pediatric physical 
examination, why it is being performed and 
what abnormalities are being sought.

3. Knowledge/diagnostic and treatment skills:  Display 
appropriate knowledge of common primary care 
conditions, for example  

a. The student will know the 3 most likely causes 
of chest pain, shortness of breath, abdominal 
pain and various musculoskeletal complaints 
and the mechanisms for each.   

b. The student will name at least 3 laboratory or 
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electronic 
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and written

c. The student will describe the first line therapy 
for each of the above conditions. 

d. The student will pursue self-directed learning to 
develop a core knowledge base of common 
primary care problems. 

e. The student will write well-organized progress 
notes that accurately reflect the course of care. 

f. Develop expertise retrieving clinical 
information at the point of care utilizing 
computer-based resources. 

g. Recognize the utility of an electronic health 
record from both a patient and practice 
perspective.
